ABOUT THERAPY DOG

The St. John Ambulance Therapy Dog Program is a community-based service offered to the public by St. John Ambulance volunteers.  The program grew out of a local initiative that began in Peterborough, ON, in 1992.   St. John Ambulance Therapy Dogs have a familiar sight throughout many of Canada’s hospitals, nursing homes, and day care facilities.  These well-trained four-legged volunteers are accepted in most places where a little care and love is appreciated.  

The belief is that the petting, affection and regular visitation of a dog can make a positive difference in both the physical and emotional health of people who reside in hospitals, seniors’ residences, day care centres, special needs schools and other venues.

DOG SELECTION
St. John Therapy Dogs are accepted by facilities they visit because tremendous care is taken in the selection process.  All dogs are evaluated for temperament, must be in good general health, and certified by their veterinarians, including current vaccinations.  In addition, it is mandatory that all dogs are clean and thoroughly groomed before each visit, and that the handler and dog team be identifiable as being from the St. John Ambulance Therapy Dog Program.

Our volunteer handlers are required to attend an information session, and complete an evaluation process to ensure their dog is suitable for the program.  A police record check is also required to be a member of the Therapy Dog program.
