Volunteer Process Outline

Qualifications required for becoming a member

The Volunteer Membership Application Form is to be completed in full.  Members must agree to the conditions as stated on the back of the membership form.

A criminal records check “For Volunteer Purposes” Does not have to be obtained for youth members under the age of 18.
The new member must have at minimum the following prerequisites:
Ages 6-10 – no prerequisites required

Ages 11-15 – Emergency First Aid

Ages 16-20 – Standard First Aid 

Following submission of your application (typically within two weeks), you will be contacted by a St. John Ambulance volunteer or staff member to discuss your application and go through a short interview process.

Member Responsibility

All new members will be on a probationary period lasting either 200 volunteer hours or 1 year, whichever comes first.

Members must attend meetings regularly and participate in youth program related events at the discretion of the Youth Program Leader.  This is the minimum requirement.  

All members are required to attend at least 1 meeting/training session per month.  These training sessions are held twice per month except December, July and August when the division is on a break for Christmas and summer respectively.  Meeting attendance is essential to keep training up to date.   If you have missed 3 months in a calendar year without a letter (stating that you were absent due to work, school, or illness) you will be stricken from the roster.  Notes do not have to come from work or school, just a letter from the member stating the reason for absence. 

All members are responsible to keep their training up to date.  If you are unable to make it to regular meetings, then you are responsible to inform either the Superintendent or the Training Officer so you can be booked into a public class.

All members are to keep a record of their volunteer hours and training sessions for the year.  Travel time to events is allowed to a maximum of 1 hour.

If you sign up for an event and can’t make it for any reason you must inform the Youth Program Leader as soon as possible.  

And the most important requirement:  HAVE FUN!  We want to make our meetings and your time out at youth related events an enjoyable experience!
